CAPITAL AND OPERATIONS PURCHASING

The Alaska Railroad receives grants from the
Federal Railroad Administration, Federal Transit
Administration, Federal Highway Administration,
and other federal agencies that help to fund

capital projects. Other capital improvements are

funded by ARRC internal funds.

Capital Improvement
Ongoing capital improvements often result in the
following types of purchases:
Construction contracts and projects
Blanket purchase order contracts
Service contracts
Materials and supplies
Equipment and parts

Professional services contracts

Operations and Maintenance
The railroad also purchases goods and services
in support of daily operations and maintenance.

These include:
Safety products and services
Environmental products and services
Track material (ballast, ties, rail)

Heavy equipment and vehicle purchases,

leases and rentals

Rail car parts and materials

Office products (usually bid every 5 years)
Professional services such as legal and engi-
neering, training and information technology
(usually bid every 5 years)

Construction services

Facility and event-related services, such as
catering, upholstery, painting and janitorial
(usually bid every 5 years)

Purchasing Guidelines
Alaska Railroad procurement policies categorize

purchases by value:
$0 - $10,000: Require at least one (1) quote
$10,001 - $99999: Require three (3) quotes
$100,000-plus: Require o formal bid or

request for proposal (RFP) process

Davis Bacon state and federal requirements for

certain contracts may apply to some projects.

Buy Alaska Preference

While many railroad industry services, equipment,
and materials are not available in Alaska,
whenever possible, and when not prohibited by
federal funding rules, the Alaska Railroad seeks to
do business with Alaskan suppliers, vendors and
contractors. In 2017, the Alaska Railroad spent

almost $30 million with businesses in Alaska.
