1. Amendments.
The ARRC procurement officer will attempt to notify all who are known to have received the
solicitation documents if any amendments are issued, but it shall be the bidder/offerors
responsibility to ascertain prior to submitting a bid/proposal that he/she has received all

amendments issued.

2. Submission of Bids/Proposals.

2.1 Unless otherwise stated in the solicitation, interested vendors shall submit an original
proposal in a sealed envelope or package (1) addressed to the office specified in the solicitation
and (2) showing the time specified for receipt, the solicitation number, and the name and address
of the bidder/offeror. Bids/proposals must be received by ARRC no later than the local time at
the place and on the date set for receipt of bids/proposals in the solicitation.

2.2 Any required samples must be submitted within the time specified for receipt of
bids/proposals. Unless otherwise specified in the solicitation, these samples shall be (1)
submitted at no expense to the ARRC and (2) returned only upon the sender's request and at
their expense.

2.3 ARRC may postpone the date and time announced for receipt of bids/proposals. Such
postponement may be made at any time prior to the established date and time for receipt of
bids/proposals by notice and addendum to the solicitation to all known potential bidders/offerors.

APPENDIX B
SCOPE OF WORK
Work completed under this contract includes, but is not limited to the excavation, handling,
delivery, and stockpiling of fill from locations within or near the City of Seward. These locations

are generally described per the following:

e Lowell Creek Waterfall, off Lowell Point Road.
e Japanese Creek, off Dimond Blvd.
o City Quarry adjacent to Spring Creek Correctional Facility, off Jellison Ave.

Stockpiling shall occur at the ARRC Seward Reserve in the former Coal Terminal Yard.
Unless noted otherwise herein, the 2020 edition of the Alaska Department of Transportation and
Public Facilities Standard Specifications for Highway Construction shall be referenced as the

BASE BID ITEMS

Item No. 1 - Mobilization:

Perform work and operations necessary to initiate the work and pay costs incurred. This shall
include submission of a Work Plan for review by the Owner’s Representative that outlines their
means and methods for conducting excavation and stockpiling. The Excavation Plan shall
include, at a minimum, the equipment that will be used to excavate and haul material, the haul
routes, and the Contractor’s approach to handling materials during the excavation, hauling,
placement process and protecting soil materials. The Work Plan shall be updated at least 7
days prior to any changes in the Contractor's means and methods for conducting excavation
and stockpiling.

Item No. 2 - Stockpiling Site Preparation:

Work includes all equipment, labor, materials, and supervision required to clear the designated
stockpile location from residual coal and other existing surface. This item shall be included in bid
submission; Owner reserves the right to add this into Contractor’s scope at Owner’s discretion.
Residual Coal is anticipated to be between 8-18 inches. Cleared material may be relocated and
stockpiled on site as coordinated with the Owners Representative. After the site has been
approved for stockpiling by Owner’s Representative, Contractor shall perform a survey of the
site(s) in accordance with Section 642.

Method of Measurement: (Acre). Compensation shall be paid for the area acceptably cleared
and/or grubbed, measured on the ground surface. Only areas shown in the plans or staked for
clearing and/or grubbing will be measured, in accordance SSHC Subsection 109-1.02.1 “Acre
(43,560 ft?)".

Item No. 3 - Excavation and Stockpiling from Lowell Creek Waterfall Area:
Work includes all equipment, labor, materials, and supervision required to produce, excavate,
deliver, and stockpile material to the designated stockpile areas. All costs for permits,




maintaining traffic, haul routes and crossings shall be borne by the Contractor. Availability and
location of the material will be provided by the Owner’'s Representative. Contractor bears all
liability for transport outside Owner property.

Contractor shall perform a survey of the site(s) in accordance with Section 642 before
stockpiling. Should site preparation be included in Contractor’s scope, this survey will be
performed upon completion of site preparation as described in the scope of work for that item.

Location of the stockpiles on site shall be coordinated with the Owner’s Representative. The
material stockpiles shall not have a height of more than 40 feet, and shall maintain a minimum
20 foot travel way around the perimeters. Placement of material shall be controlled so that
segregation of the aggregate does not occur. Stockpiles shall be constructed in layers not to
exceed 8 feet in thickness. Aggregate shall be placed on only horizontal surfaces and shall not
be placed on a sloping surface, or allowed to move down the slope. Aggregate shall not be
allowed to free fall more than 6 feet. A 24-inch thick stockpile base shall be constructed on
which the aggregates are to be stockpiled. Yellow tape shall be placed on the base limit of
stockpiles. After stockpiling operate tracked equipment in such a manner as to leave a uniform
pattern of grooves perpendicular to the fall of the slope. Stockpile shall be completed neat and
regular in form.

The volume of material shall be determined in accordance with 109-1.02.3(b) Three
Dimensional transported will be measured by survey. A final survey shall be performed to
compute quantities. The Owner’s representative shall witness the designated stockpile upon
completion of the work and approve it before the survey is performed.

Progress payments are allowable though all costs associated with performing survey work to
compute quantities for payment shall be the responsibility of the Contractor. All surveying shall
be performed by a Professional Land Surveyor registered in the State of Alaska

Period of Performance: Upon Notice to Proceed (NTP) to excavated material, the Contractor
shall excavate and stockpile material before October 31 for each established locations and
quantities between 30,000-70,000 CY. The period of performance is NTP to October 31 2022.

Owner reserves the right to exercise up to (2) additional (1) year options extending the period of
performance to allow additional fill to be stockpiled. Work period will be April 1 through October
31 of the year in which the option is awarded. Total quantity of stockpiled material between all
locations and periods of awarded performance shall not exceed 202,265 CY.

Price escalation for the additional years may be granted upon thirty (30) days notification by
vendor to the contract administrator for to the option year exercised. Approval for the price
escalation shall only be granted based on the consumer price index (CPI) and or historic
price/cost data supplied by the vendor that clearly is verifiable and shows a vendor cost that
reflect the same gross profit percentage as the base offer herein. Vendor’s profit margin cannot
be increased during the term of this agreement for any renewals or extensions granted.

Work shall be completed in accordance with the project drawings and these supplemental
specifications. In the event of technical specification conflicts, the Contractor shall request
clarification from the Owner.
It is recommended that the Contractor become familiar with the site conditions and review the
Owner provided information prior to bidding the work, so as to make their own assessment of
what means and methods will be necessary to complete the work.

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS
(General Service Contracts)
(Revised 4/29/08)

The following terms and conditions supersede the terms and conditions on the
reverse side of ARRC’s purchase order to the extent that they are inconsistent
therewith and shall be deemed to have the same force and effect as though
expressly stated in any such purchase order into which this document is
incorporated.

1. Definitions.
“ARRC” shall mean the Alaska Railroad Corporation.

“Contractor” shall mean the person or entity entering into the contract to perform the work
or services specified therein for ARRC.

“Contract” shall mean these General Terms and Conditions, the contract form to which
they are annexed, and all other terms, conditions, schedules, appendices or other documents
attached to the contract form or incorporated by reference therein.

“Services” shall mean any work, labor, time, effort or other services furnished by
Contractor to ARRC under the contract.

2. Inspection and Reports. ARRC may inspect all of the Contractor's facilities and activities
under this contract in accordance with the provisions of ARRC Procurement Rule 1600.9. The
Contractor shall make progress and other reports in the manner and at the times ARRC
reasonably requires.

3. Claims. Any claim by Contractor for additional compensation or equitable adjustment
arising under this contract which is not disposed of by mutual agreement must be made by
Contractor in accordance with the time limits and procedures specified in sections 1800.12 et seq.
of ARRC's Procurement Rules, which by this reference are hereby incorporated herein.

4, Nondiscrimination.

4.1 The Contractor may not discriminate against any employee or applicant for
employment because of race, religion, color, national origin, ancestry, physical or mental
handicap, sex, marital status, change in marital status, pregnancy or parenthood when the
reasonable demands of the positions do not require distinction on the basis of age, physical
handicap, sex, marital status, changes in marital status, pregnancy, or parenthood. To the extent
required by law, the Contractor shall take affirmative action to insure that the applicants are
considered for employment and that employees are treated during employment without unlawful
regard to their race, color, religion, national origin, ancestry, physical or mental handicap, age,
sex, marital status, changes in marital status, pregnancy or parenthood.

5. Cancellation/Termination.

5.1 ARRC may, for its sole convenience, cancel this contract in whole or in part, at any
time by giving written notice of its intention to do so. In the event of such cancellation, Contractor
shall be entitled to receive payment in accordance with the payment provisions of this contract for
services rendered or charges incurred prior to the effective date of termination. Contractor shall
not be paid for any work done after receipt of a notice of cancellation or for any costs incurred by
Contractor's suppliers or subcontractors which Contractor could reasonably have avoided. In no
event shall ARRC be liable for unabsorbed overhead or anticipatory profit on unperformed
services.

52 In addition to ARRC'’s right to cancel this contract for its convenience, ARRC may,
by written notice of default to Contractor, terminate the contract in whole or in part in the following
circumstances:

(1) The Contractor refuses or fails to perform its obligations under the contract, or fails
to make progress so as to significantly endanger timely completion or performance of the contract
in accordance with its terms, and Contractor does not cure such default within a period of ten (10)
days after receipt of written notice of default from ARRC or within such additional cure period as
ARRC may authorize; or

(2) Reasonable grounds for insecurity arise with respect to Contractor’'s expected
performance and Contractor fails to furnish adequate assurance of due performance (including
assurance of performance in accordance with the time requirements of the contract) within ten
(10) days after receipt of a written request by ARRC for adequate assurance; or

(3) Contractor becomes insolvent or makes an assignment for the benefit of creditors

or commits an act of bankruptcy or files or has filed against it a petition in bankruptcy or
reorganization proceedings.
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5.3 Upon receipt of a notice of cancellation or termination, Contractor shall
immediately discontinue all service and it shall immediately cause any of its suppliers or
subcontractors to cease such work unless the notice directs otherwise and deliver immediately to
ARRC all reports, plans, drawings, specifications, data, summaries or other material and
information, whether completed or in process, accumulated by Contractor in performance of the
contract. In the event of termination for default, Contractor shall not be entitled to receive any
further payment until the work is finished. If the unpaid balance of the amount to be paid on this
contract exceeds the expense of finishing the work, compensation for additional managerial and
administrative services and such other costs and damages as ARRC may suffer as a result of
Contractor’s default, such excess shall be paid to Contractor. If such expense, compensation,
costs and damages shall exceed such unpaid balance, Contractor shall be liable for and shall pay
the differences to ARRC. The rights and remedies of ARRC provided in this section shall not be
exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law.

6. No Assignment or Delegation. The Contractor may not assign, subcontract or delegate
this contract, or any part of it, or any right to any of the money to be paid under it, except with the
prior written consent of ARRC. The hiring or use of outside services, subcontractors or
consultants in connection with the work shall not be permitted without the prior written approval
of ARRC. No such approval shall relieve Contractor from any of its obligations or liabilities under
this contract.

7. Independent Contractor. The Contractor’s relationship to ARRC in performing this
contract is that of an independent contractor and nothing herein shall be construed as creating an
employer/employee relationship, partnership, joint venture or other business group or concerted
action. The personnel performing services under this contract shall at all times be under
Contractor’s exclusive direction and control and shall be employees of the Contractor, and not of
ARRC.

8. Payment of Taxes. As a condition of performance of this contract, the Contractor shall
pay all federal, state, and local taxes incurred by the Contractor and shall require their payment
by any subcontractor or any other persons in the performance of this contract. Satisfactory
performance of this paragraph is a condition precedent to payment by ARRC under this contract.

9. Governing Law. This contract, and all questions concerning the capacity of the parties,
execution, validity (or invalidity) and performance of this contract, shall be interpreted, construed
and enforced in all respects in accordance with the laws of the State of Alaska.

10. Alaska Executive Branch Ethics Act Requirements. No officer or employee of the State
of Alaska or of the ARRC and no director of the ARRC or legislator of the state shall be admitted
to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom. Contractor shall
exercise reasonable care and diligence to prevent any actions or conditions which could be a
violation of Alaska Statute 39.52 et seq. Contractor shall not make or receive any payments, gifts,
favors, entertainment, trips, secret commissions, or hidden gratuities for the purpose of securing
preferential treatment or action from or to any party. This obligation will apply to the activities of
Contractor's employees and agents in their relations with ARRC employees, their families,
vendors, subcontractors, and third parties arising from this contract and in accomplishing work
hereunder. Certain gratuities may be given or accepted if:

(1) there is no violation of any law or generally accepted ethical standards;
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(2) the gratuity is given as a courtesy for a courtesy received and does not result in
any preferential treatment or action;

(3) the gratuity is of limited value (less than$150) and could not be construed as a
bribe, payoff or deal; and

(4) public disclosure would not embarrass ARRC.

ARRC may cancel this contract without penalty or obligation in the event Contractor or its
employees violate the provisions of this section.

11. Non-Disclosure of Confidential Information. Contractor acknowledges and agrees that for
and during the entire term of this contract, any information, data, figures, projections, estimates,
reports and the like received, obtained or generated by Contractor pursuant to the performance
of this contract shall be considered and kept as the private, confidential and privileged records of
ARRC and will not be divulged to any person, firm, corporation, regulatory agency or any other
entity except upon the prior written consent of ARRC. Furthermore, upon termination of this
contract, Contractor agrees that it will continue to treat as private, privileged and confidential any
information, data, figures, projections, estimates, reports and the like received, obtained or
generated by Contractor during the term of the contract and will not release any such information
to any person, firm, corporation, regulatory agency or any other entity, either by statement,
deposition or as a witness except upon the express written authority of ARRC. ARRC shall be
entitled to an injunction by any competent court to enjoin and restrain the unauthorized disclosure
of such information.

Contractor's agreement of non-disclosure as specified in this section applies except to the extent
required for (1) performance of services under this contract; (2) compliance with standards of
conduct for preservation of the public safety, health, and welfare (so long as Contractor has given
ARRC prior notice of the potential hazard and ARRC has had a reasonable opportunity to correct
the hazard prior to disclosure); (3) compliance with a court order or subpoena directed against
Contractor (so long as Contractor has given ARRC prior notice of such and ARRC has had an
opportunity to contest the same in a court of law); or (4) Contractor's defense against claims
arising from performance of services under this contract.

12. Covenant Against Contingent Fees. Contractor warrants that it has not employed or
retained any company or person, other than a bona fide employee working solely for Contractor,
to solicit or secure this contract, and that it has not paid or agreed to pay any person, company,
individual, or firm any commission, gift, percentage, fee, contingent upon or resulting from the
award or making of this contract. For the breach or violation of this warranty, ARRC may terminate
this contract without liability and, at its discretion, deduct from the contract price or otherwise
recover the full amount of the commission, percentage, gift, or fee.

13. Standard of Performance. Contractor shall perform its services with such quality as shall
be at least equal to the performance standards satisfied by well-qualified persons performing
services similar to the Services set forth herein and shall be responsible for the quality, accuracy,
and completeness all services furnished under this Contract. Contractor shall comply with all
applicable federal, state and local laws and ordinances, codes, and regulations in performing its
services. If any failure to meet the foregoing standard of performance appears within one (1) year
after the services are accepted by ARRC, Contractor shall, at a minimum, reperform the work at
no cost to ARRC and shall reimburse ARRC for any additional costs that may be incurred by
ARRC or any of its contractors or subcontractors as a result of such substandard work. If
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Contractor should fail to reperform the work, or if ARRC determines that Contractor will be unable
to correct substandard services before the time specified for completion of the project, if any,
ARRC may correct such unsatisfactory work itself or by the use of third parties and charge
Contractor for the costs thereof. The rights and remedies provided for in this section are in
addition to any other remedies provided by law.

14. Warranty. Inthe event Contractor supplies equipment, goods, materials or other supplies
in addition to services under this contract, Contractor warrants that said items: (a) shall be of good
quality and free from all defects and deficiencies in workmanship, material and design; (b) shall
be fit, suitable and operate successfully for their intended purpose; (c) shall be new; (d) shall be
free from all liens, claims, demands, encumbrances and other defects in title; and (e) shall
conform to the specifications, if any, stated in the contract. Contractor shall honor all guarantees
and warranties offered by the manufacturer of the equipment, goods, materials or other supplies
provided under this contract. The rights and remedies provided for in this section are in addition
to any other remedies provided by law.

15. Indemnification. Contractor shall defend, indemnify and hold ARRC harmless from and
against all claims and actions asserted by a third party (or parties) and related damages, losses
and expenses, including attorney’s fees, arising out of or resulting from the services performed or
neglected to be performed by Contractor or anyone acting under its direction or control or in its
behalf in the course of its performance under this contract and caused by any error, omission or
negligent act, provided that Contractor’s aforesaid indemnity and hold harmless agreement shall
not be applicable to any liability based upon the independent negligence of ARRC. If there is a
claim of, or liability for, the joint negligent error or omission of the Contractor and the independent
negligence of ARRC, the indemnification and hold harmless obligation shall be apportioned on a
comparative fault basis. The term “independent negligence” is negligence other than ARRC'’s
selection, administration, monitoring, or controlling contractor and in approving or accepting
Contractor’s work.

16. Insurance. Without limiting Contractor's indemnification, it is agreed that Contractor shall
purchase at its own expense and maintain in force at all times during the performance of services
under this contract the following policies of insurance. Where specific limits are shown, it is
understood that they shall be the minimum acceptable limits. If the Contractor's policy contains
higher limits, ARRC shall be entitled to coverage to the extent of such higher limits. Certificates
of Insurance must be furnished to the ARRC contracting officer prior to beginning work and must
provide for a 30-day prior notice of cancellation, non-renewal or material change. Failure to
furnish satisfactory evidence of insurance or lapse of the policy is a material breach and grounds
for termination of the Contractor's services.

Said policy shall include premises-operations, independent contractors,
products/completed operations, broad form property damage, blanket contractual and personal
injury endorsements and shall name ARRC as an additional insured and contain a waiver of
subrogation against ARRC and its employees. Combined single limits required are per the
following schedule:

16.3 Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance: Covering all owned, hired and
non-owned vehicles with coverage limits not less than $100,000 per person/$300,000 per
occurrence bodily injury and $50,000 property damage. Said policy shall name ARRC as an
additional insured and contain a waiver of subrogation against ARRC and its employees.

17. ARRC'’s Rights Not Waived by Payment. No payment made by ARRC shall be considered
as acceptance of satisfactory performance of Contractor’s obligations under this contract. Nor
shall any payment be construed as acceptance of substandard or defective work or as relieving
Contractor from its full responsibility under the contract.

18. Nonwaiver. A party's failure or delay to insist upon strict performance of any of the
provisions of this contract, to exercise any rights or remedies provided by this contract or by law,
or to notify the other party of any breach of or default under this contract shall not release or
relieve the breaching or defaulting party from any of its obligations or warranties under this
contract and shall not be deemed a waiver of any right to insist upon strict performance of this
contract or any of the rights or remedies as to any subject matter contained herein; nor shall any
purported oral modification or rescission of this contract operate as a waiver of any of the
provisions of this contract. The rights and remedies set forth in any provision of this Agreement
are in addition to any other rights or remedies afforded the nonbreaching or nondefaulting party
by any other provisions of this contract, or by law.

19. Savings Clause. If any one or more of the provisions contained in thee contract shall, for
any reason, be held to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable in any respect, such invalidity, illegality
or unenforceability shall not affect any other provisions of this contract, but this contract shall be
construed as if such invalid, illegal or unenforceable provision had never been contained herein.

20. Headings. The headings of sections and paragraphs of this contract are for convenience
of reference only and are not intended to restrict, affect, or be of any weight in the interpretation
or construction of the provisions of such sections or paragraphs.

21. Forum Selection. The parties shall not commence or prosecute any suit, proceeding or
claim to enforce the provisions of the contract, to recover damages for breach or default under
the contract, or otherwise arising under or by reason of the contract, other than in the courts of
the State of Alaska for the Third Judicial District at Anchorage. The parties hereby irrevocably
consent to the jurisdiction of said courts.
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22. Conflict of Interest. Contractor shall act to prevent any actions or conditions which could
result in a conflict with ARRC's best interests. This obligation shall apply to the activities of
Contractor's employees and agents in their relationships with ARRC's employees, their families,
vendors, subcontractors and third parties accomplishing work under this contract.

23. Publicity. Contractor shall not release any information for publication or advertising
purposes relative to this contract or to the material, equipment and/or services furnished under
this contract without the prior written consent of the ARRC.

24, Audit. ARRC has the right to audit at reasonable times the accounts and books of the
Contractor in accordance with the provisions of ARRC Procurement Rule 1600.10.

25. Internal Controls and Record Keeping. Contractor shall keep full and accurate records
and accounts of all of its activities in connection with this contract, including, without limitation,
reasonable substantiation of all expenses incurred and all property acquired hereunder.

26. Force Majeure. Neither ARRC nor Contractor shall be responsible for failure to perform
the terms of this contract when performance is prevented by force majeure, provided that: (1)
notice and reasonably detailed particulars are given to the other party and (2) the cause of such
failure or omission is remedied so far as possible with reasonable dispatch. The term “force
majeure” shall mean acts of God, earthquakes, fire, flood, war, civil disturbances, governmentally
imposed rules, regulations or other causes whatsoever, whether similar or dissimilar to the causes
herein enumerated, which is not within the reasonable control of either party and which through
the exercise of due diligence, a party is unable to foresee or overcome. In no event shall force
majeure include normal or reasonably foreseeable or reasonably avoidable operational delays.

27. Permits and Licenses. The Contractor shall, at its own expense, obtain all necessary
permits, licenses, certifications and any other similar authorizations required or which may
become required by the government of the United States or any state or by any political
subdivision of the United States or of any state except where laws, rules or regulations expressly
require the ARRC to obtain the same.

28. Environmental Protection. When performing all obligations under the contract, Contractor
shall comply with all specific instructions of ARRC with regard to environmental concerns,
regardless of whether such instructions are based upon specific law, regulation or order of any
governmental authority.

29. Set Off. If ARRC has any claim against the Contractor related or unrelated to this contract,
it may set off the amount of such claim against any amount due or becoming due under this
contract.

30. Observance of Rules. The Contractor’s personnel performing work or services hereunder
on ARRC'’s premises shall observe all fire prevention, security, and safety rules in force at the site
of the work. ARRC may, in writing, require the Contractor to remove from the work site any
employee ARRC deems to be incompetent, careless, or otherwise detrimental to the progress of
the work, but ARRC shall have no duty to exercise this right.

31. No Third-Party Beneficiary Rights. No provision of this contract shall in any way inure to
the benefit of any third parties (including the public at large) so as to constitute any such person
a third-party beneficiary of the contract or of any one or more of the terms hereof, or otherwise
give rise to any cause of action in any person not a party hereto.
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32. Entire Agreement. This contract represents the entire and integrated agreement between
ARRC and the Contractor and supersedes all prior negotiations, representations, or agreements,
either written or oral. This contract may be amended only by a written instrument signed by both
ARRC and the Contractor.

33. Key Personnel Changes. Each Party will designate a project manager (“Project Manager”)
to serve as the primary contact between them. The scope and conduct of the Supplier's
performance hereunder will be consistent with the applicable SOW and must be coordinated with
Company’s Project Manager. The Parties may also designate in a SOW any Supplier Personnel
that have been identified as having key positions for a particular SOW (“Key Personnel”). Supplier
will ensure the continuity of any individual (whether a Supplier employee or subcontractor)
performing Services hereunder (including those Supplier Personnel expected to work on
Company’s premises). Supplier will obtain Company’s prior approval before any reassignment of
any Supplier Project Manager or Key Personnel to another Supplier client..

34. Status Reports. On a monthly basis (or as otherwise specified in the applicable SOW),
Supplier will submit written status reports describing its activities including: (i) the current status
of activities (with explanatory narrative when appropriate); (ii) for time and materials
engagements, resources used since the last report, and for fixed price engagements percentage
completion of project, and a cumulative total, including in each case where applicable fees, time
and materials expended against budget since the effective date of the SOW; and (iii) identification
of any problems and all actions taken to resolve them, and the current status of any such
problems. Upon request, Supplier will meet with Company’s personnel at no additional charge to
review the status of Supplier's activities. For any dates provided in this Agreement, except
payment, time shall be of the essence.

34. Suspension. Buyer may suspend Supplier’s performance of the Work, from time to time
in whole or in part, without cause and for Buyer’s own convenience. Any such suspension shall
be given by delivery to Supplier a written "Notice of Suspension" specifying which portion of the
Work is suspended and when such suspension is to become effective. In no event shall such
period of suspension last longer than ninety (90) days.

34. Remedies. All remedies shall be cumulative. In addition to any other remedies provided
in this Agreement, the parties shall have available all other remedies at law or in equity including
the remedies of a temporary and permanent injunction and specific performance.

34. Ownership of Deliverables. Unless otherwise expressly and specifically provided in this
Contract, all inventions, discoveries, processes, methods, designs, drawings, blueprints,
information, software, works of authorship and know-how, or the like, whether or not patentable
or copyrightable (collectively, “Intellectual Property”), which Supplier conceives, develops, or
begins to develop, either alone or in conjunction with Company or others, with respect to the
Work, shall be “work made for hire” and the sole and exclusive property of Company. Upon
request, Supplier shall promptly execute all applications, assignments and other documents that
Company shall deem necessary to apply for and obtain letters patent of the United States and/or
copyright registration for the Intellectual Property and in order to evidence Company’s sole
ownership thereof. Notwithstanding this Paragraph, if this Contract expressly and specifically
provides that Supplier will retain its ownership in the Work governed by such Contract or a portion
thereof, then such Work or portion of Work specified will not be deemed “work made for hire,”
Supplier will retain ownership to its own pre-existing intellectual property rights, and Supplier
hereby grants to Company an unlimited, fully-paid, perpetual, irrevocable, transferable license to
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use such Work or portion of Work.

35. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY.__IN NO EVENT WILL COMPANY BE LIABLE FOR ANY
INDIRECT, INCIDENTAL, SPECIAL, CONSEQUENTIAL, PUNITIVE DAMAGES, OR LOST
PROFITS ARISING OUT OF OR IN CONNECTION WITH THIS AGREEMENT

36. LABOR HARMONY. If Company performs itself, or retains a third party to perform, any
services that interface or interact with Supplier’'s Products and/or Services, Supplier will cooperate
and coordinate with Company or such third party as reasonably requested or required by such
third parties to perform their duties. Supplier agrees that all labor employed by Supplier, its agents
or subcontractors for Work on the premises of Company shall be in harmony with all other labor
being used by Company or other Suppliers working on Company’s premises. Supplier agrees to
give Company immediate notice of any threatened or actual dispute and will provide assistance
as determined necessary by Company to resolve any such dispute. Supplier, its agents or
subcontractors, shall remove from Company’s premises any person objected to by Company in
association with the services.

FEDERAL-AID CONTRACTS
[Revised April 20, 2021]

The following contract provisions shall apply, where applicable, to all work performed on the contract by
the contractor’'s own organization and by subcontractors. As provided in this Section, the contractor shall
insert in each subcontract all of the stipulations contained in these Required Contract Provisions and
further require their inclusion in any lower tier subcontracts or purchase orders that may in turn be made.
Incorporation by reference shall not be allowed. The prime contractor shall be responsible for compliance
by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with all applicable Required Contract Provisions.

1. CARGO PREFERENCE REQUIREMENTS - 46 USC 55305; 46 CFR Part 381 [Applicable to all

Federal-aid contracts involving equipment, materials or commodities which may be transported by ocean
vessel]

Cargo Preference-Use of United States Flag Vessels - The contractor agrees: a. to use privately
owned United States-Flag commercial vessels to ship at least 50 percent of the gross tonnage (computed
separately for dry bulk carriers, dry cargo liners, and tankers) involved, whenever shipping any
equipment, material, or commodities pursuant to the underlying contract to the extent such vessels are
available at fair and reasonable rates for United States-Flag commercial vessels; b. to furnish within
twenty (20) working days following the date of loading for shipments originating within the United States
or within thirty (30) working days following the date of loading for shipments originating outside the United
States, a legible copy of a rated, "on-board" commercial ocean bill-of-lading in English for each shipment
of cargo described in the preceding subsection to the Division of Cargo Preference and Domestic Trade,
Maritime Administration, 1200 New Jersey Avenue, SE, Washington, D.C. 20590 and to ARRC (through
the contractor in the case of a subcontractor’s bill-of-lading), marked with appropriate identification of the
project; c. to include these requirements in all subcontracts issued pursuant to this contract when the
subcontract may involve the transport of equipment, material, or commodities by oceanvessel.

2, DEBARMENT. SUSPENSION, INELIGIBILITY & VOLUNTARY EXCLUSION - 2 CFR Part 180
& Part 1200; 2 CFR 200.213; Executive Orders 12549 & 12689 [Applicable to all Federal-aid contracts
which exceed $25,000]

The Contractor shall comply and facilitate compliance with U.S. DOT regulations, “Non-procurement
Suspension and Debarment,” 2 CFR Part 1200, which adopts and supplements the U.S. Office of
Management and Budget (U.S. OMB) “Guidelines to Agencies on Government-wide Debarment and
Suspension (Non-procurement),” 2 CFR Part 180. As such, the Contractor shall verify that its principals,
affiliates, and subcontractors are eligible to participate in this federally funded contract and are not
presently declared by any Federal department or agency to be:

a) Debarred from participation in any federally assisted Award;

b) Suspended from participation in any federally assisted Award;

c) Proposed for debarment from participation in any federally assisted Award;
d) Declared ineligible to participate in any federally assisted Award;

e) Voluntarily excluded from participation in any federally assisted Award; or
f) Disqualified from participation in ay federally assisted Award.

By signing this contract and/or submitting its bid or proposal, the Contractor, bidder or proposer
certifies as follows:

The certification in this clause is a material representation of fact relied upon by the ARRC. If it is later
determined by the ARRC that the Contractor, bidder or proposer knowingly rendered an erroneous
certification, in addition to remedies available to the ARRC, the Federal Government may pursue
available remedies, including but not limited to suspension and/or debarment. The Contractor, bidder or
proposer agrees to comply with the requirements of 2 CFR Part 180, subpart C, as supplemented by 2
CFR Part 1200, while its offer is valid and throughout the period of any contract that may arise from its
offer. The contractor, bidder or proposer further agrees to include a provision requiring such compliance
in its lower tier covered transactions.



3. DAVIS-BACON AND COPELAND ANTI-KICKBACK ACTS - 40 USC 3141-3148; 49 USC
5333(a); 29 CFR Part 5; 2 CFR Part 200, App. Il (D) [Applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts
which exceed $2,000]

(1) Minimum wages - (i) All laborers and mechanics employed or working upon the site of the work
(or under the United States Housing Act of 1937 or under the Housing Act of 1949 in the construction or
development of the project), will be paid unconditionally and not less often than once a week, and without
subsequent deduction or rebate on any account (except such payroll deductions as are permitted by
regulations issued by the Secretary of Labor under the Copeland Act (29 CFR part 3)), the full amount of
wages and bona fide fringe benefits (or cash equivalents thereof) due at time of payment computed at
rates not less than those contained in the wage determination of the Secretary of Labor which is attached
hereto and made a part hereof, regardless of any contractual relationship which may be alleged to exist
between the contractor and such laborers and mechanics.

Contributions made or costs reasonably anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits under section 1(b)(2) of
the Davis-Bacon Act on behalf of laborers or mechanics are considered wages paid to such laborers or
mechanics, subject to the provisions of paragraph (1)(iv) of this section; also, regular contributions made
or costs incurred for more than a weekly period (but not less often than quarterly) under plans, funds, or
programs which cover the particular weekly period, are deemed to be constructively made or incurred
during such weekly period. Such laborers and mechanics shall be paid the appropriate wage rate and
fringe benefits on the wage determination for the classification of work actually performed, without regard
to skill, except as provided in 29 CFR Part 5.5(a)(4). Laborers or mechanics performing work in more than
one classification may be compensated at the rate specified for each classification for the time actually
worked therein, provided the employer's payroll records accurately set forth the time spent in each
classification in which work is performed. The wage determination (including any additional classifications
and wage rates conformed under paragraph (1)(ii) of this section) and the Davis-Bacon poster (WH-1321)
shall be posted at all times by the contractor and its subcontractors at the site of the work in a prominent
and accessible place where it can be easily seen by the workers.

(ii)(A) The contracting officer shall require that any class of laborers or mechanics, including helpers,
which is not listed in the wage determination and which is to be employed under the contract shall be
classified in conformance with the wage determination. The contracting officer shall approve an additional
classification and wage rate and fringe benefits therefore only when the following criteria have been met:

(1) Except with respect to helpers as defined as 29 CFR 5.2(n)(4), the work to be performed by the
classification requested is not performed by a classification in the wage determination; and

(2) The classification is utilized in the area by the construction industry; and

(3) The proposed wage rate, including any bona fide fringe benefits, bears a reasonable relationship
to the wage rates contained in the wage determination; and

(4) With respect to helpers as defined in 29 CFR 5.2(n)(4), such a classification prevails in the area
in which the work is performed.

(B) If the contractor and the laborers and mechanics to be employed in the classification (if known),
or their representatives, and the contracting officer agree on the classification and wage rate (including
the amount designated for fringe benefits where appropriate), a report of the action taken shall be sent by
the contracting officer to the Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division, Employment Standards
Administration, U.S. Department of Labor, Washington, DC 20210. The Administrator, or an authorized
representative, will approve, modify, or disapprove every additional classification action within 30 days of
receipt and so advise the contracting officer or will notify the contracting officer within the 30-day period
that additional time is necessary.

(©) In the event the contractor, the laborers or mechanics to be employed in the classification or their
representatives, and the contracting officer do not agree on the proposed classification and wage rate
(including the amount designated for fringe benefits, where appropriate), the contracting officer shall refer
the questions, including the views of all interested parties and the recommendation of the contracting
officer, to the Administrator for determination. The Administrator, or an authorized representative, will
issue a determination within 30 days of receipt and so advise the contracting officer or will notify the
contracting officer within the 30-day period that additional time is necessary.
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(D) The wage rate (including fringe benefits where appropriate) determined pursuant to paragraphs

(a)(1)(ii) (B) or

(C) of this section, shall be paid to all workers performing work in the classification under this contract
from the first day on which work is performed in the classification.

(iii) Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed in the contract for a class of laborers or mechanics
includes a fringe benefit which is not expressed as an hourly rate, the contractor shall either pay the
benefit as stated in the wage determination or shall pay another bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly cash
equivalent thereof.

(iv) If the contractor does not make payments to a trustee or other third person, the contractor may
consider as part of the wages of any laborer or mechanic the amount of any costs reasonably anticipated
in providing bona fide fringe benefits under a plan or program, Provided, That the Secretary of Labor has
found, upon the written request of the contractor, that the applicable standards of the Davis-Bacon Act
have been met. The Secretary of Labor may require the contractor to set aside in a separate account
assets for the meeting of obligations under the plan or program.

(v)(A) The contracting officer shall require that any class of laborers or mechanics which is not listed in
the wage determination and which is to be employed under the contract shall be classified in
conformance with the wage determination. The contracting officer shall approve an additional
classification and wage rate and fringe benefits therefore only when the following criteria have beenmet:

(1) The work to be performed by the classification requested is not performed by a classification in
the wage determination; and

(2) The classification is utilized in the area by the construction industry; and

(3) The proposed wage rate, including any bona fide fringe benefits, bears a reasonable relationship
to the wage rates contained in the wage determination.

(B) If the contractor and the laborers and mechanics to be employed in the classification (if known),
or their representatives, and the contracting officer agree on the classification and wage rate (including
the amount designated for fringe benefits where appropriate), a report of the action taken shall be sent by
the contracting officer to the Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division, Employment Standards
Administration, Washington, DC 20210. The Administrator, or an authorized representative, will approve,
modify, or disapprove every additional classification action within 30 days of receipt and so advise the
contracting officer or will notify the contracting officer within the 30-day period that additional time is
necessary.

(C) In the event the contractor, the laborers or mechanics to be employed in the classification or their
representatives, and the contracting officer do not agree on the proposed classification and wage rate
(including the amount designated for fringe benefits, where appropriate), the contracting officer shall refer
the questions, including the views of all interested parties and the recommendation of the contracting
officer, to the Administrator for determination. The Administrator, or an authorized representative, will
issue a determination with 30 days of receipt and so advise the contracting officer or will notify the
contracting officer within the 30-day period that additional time is necessary.

(D) The wage rate (including fringe benefits where appropriate) determined pursuant to paragraphs

(@)(1)(v) (B) or

(C) of this section, shall be paid to all workers performing work in the classification under this contract
from the first day on which work is performed in the classification.

(2) Withholding - ARRC shall upon its own action or upon written request of an authorized
representative of the Department of Labor withhold or cause to be withheld from the contractor under this
contract or any other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any other federally-assisted
contract subject to Davis-Bacon prevailing wage requirements, which is held by the same prime
contractor, so much of the accrued payments or advances as may be considered necessary to pay
laborers and mechanics, including apprentices, trainees, and helpers, employed by the contractor or any
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subcontractor the full amount of wages required by the contract. In the event of failure to pay any laborer
or mechanic, including any apprentice, trainee, or helper, employed or working on the site of the work (or
under the United States Housing Act of 1937 or under the Housing Act of 1949 in the construction or
development of the project), all or part of the wages required by the contract, ARRC may, after written
notice to the contractor, sponsor, applicant, or owner, take such action as may be necessary to cause the
suspension of any further payment, advance, or guarantee of funds until such violations have ceased.

(3) Payrolls and basic records - (i) Payrolls and basic records relating thereto shall be maintained
by the contractor during the course of the work and preserved for a period of three years thereafter for all
laborers and mechanics working at the site of the work (or under the United States Housing Act of 1937,
or under the Housing Act of 1949, in the construction or development of the project). Such records shall
contain the name, address, and social security number of each such worker, his or her correct
classification, hourly rates of wages paid (including rates of contributions or costs anticipated for bona fide
fringe benefits or cash equivalents thereof of the types described in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon
Act), daily and weekly number of hours worked, deductions made and actual wages paid. Whenever the
Secretary of Labor has found under 29 CFR 5.5(a)(1)(iv) that the wages of any laborer or mechanic
include the amount of any costs reasonably anticipated in providing benefits under a plan or program
described in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act, the contractor shall maintain records which show
that the commitment to provide such benefits is enforceable, that the plan or program is financially
responsible, and that the plan or program has been communicated in writing to the laborers or mechanics
affected, and records which show the costs anticipated or the actual cost incurred in providing such
benefits. Contractors employing apprentices or trainees under approved programs shall maintain written
evidence of the registration of apprenticeship programs and certification of trainee programs, the
registration of the apprentices and trainees, and the ratios and wage rates prescribed in the applicable
programs.

(ii(A) The contractor shall submit weekly for each week in which any contract work is performed a copy
of all payrolls to ARRC for transmission to the Federal grantor agency. The payrolls submitted shall set
out accurately and completely all of the information required to be maintained under section 5.5(a)(3)(i) of
Regulations, 29 CFR part 5. This information may be submitted in any form desired. Optional Form WH-
347 is available for this purpose and may be purchased from the Superintendent of Documents (Federal
Stock Number 029-005-00014-1), U.S. Government Printing Office, Washington, DC 20402. The prime
contractor is responsible for the submission of copies of payrolls by all subcontractors.

(B) Each payroll submitted shall be accompanied by a "Statement of Compliance," signed by the
contractor or subcontractor or his or her agent who pays or supervises the payment of the persons
employed under the contract and shall certify the following:

(1) That the payroll for the payroll period contains the information required to be maintained under
section 5.5(a)(3)(i) of Regulations, 29 CFR part 5 and that such information is correct and complete;

(2) That each laborer or mechanic (including each helper, apprentice, and trainee) employed on the
contract during the payroll period has been paid the full weekly wages earned, without rebate, either
directly or indirectly, and that no deductions have been made either directly or indirectly from the full
wages earned, other than permissible deductions as set forth in Regulations, 29 CFR part 3;

(3) That each laborer or mechanic has been paid not less than the applicable wage rates and fringe
benefits or cash equivalents for the classification of work performed, as specified in the applicable wage
determination incorporated into the contract.

(C) The weekly submission of a properly executed certification set forth on the reverse side of
Optional Form WH-347 shall satisfy the requirement for submission of the "Statement of Compliance"
required by paragraph (a)(3)(ii)(B) of this section.

(D) The falsification of any of the above certifications may subject the contractor or subcontractor to
civil or criminal prosecution under section 1001 of title 18 and section 231 of title 31 of the United States
Code.

(iii) The contractor or subcontractor shall make the records required under paragraph (a)(3)(i) of this
section available for inspection, copying, or transcription by authorized representatives of the Federal
grantor agency or the Department of Labor, and shall permit such representatives to interview employees
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during working hours on the job. If the contractor or subcontractor fails to submit the required records or
to make them available, the Federal agency may, after written notice to the contractor, sponsor, applicant,
or owner, take such action as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further payment,
advance, or guarantee of funds. Furthermore, failure to submit the required records upon request or to
make such records available may be grounds for debarment action pursuant to 29 CFR5.12.

(4) Apprentices and trainees - (i) Apprentices - Apprentices will be permitted to work at less than
the predetermined rate for the work they performed when they are employed pursuant to and individually
registered in a bona fide apprenticeship program registered with the U.S. Department of Labor,
Employment and Training Administration, Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training, or with a State
Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the Bureau, or if a person is employed in his or her first 90 days of
probationary employment as an apprentice in such an apprenticeship program, who is not individually
registered in the program, but who has been certified by the Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training or a
State Apprenticeship Agency (where appropriate) to be eligible for probationary employment as an
apprentice. The allowable ratio of apprentices to journeymen on the job site in any craft classification shall
not be greater than the ratio permitted to the contractor as to the entire work force under the registered
program. Any worker listed on a payroll at an apprentice wage rate, who is not registered or otherwise
employed as stated above, shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage
determination for the classification of work actually performed. In addition, any apprentice performing
work on the job site in excess of the ratio permitted under the registered program shall be paid not less
than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the work actually performed. Where a
contractor is performing construction on a project in a locality other than that in which its program is
registered, the ratios and wage rates (expressed in percentages of the journeyman's hourly rate)
specified in the contractor's or subcontractor's registered program shall be observed. Every apprentice
must be paid at not less than the rate specified in the registered program for the apprentice's level of
progress, expressed as a percentage of the journeymen hourly rate specified in the applicable wage
determination. Apprentices shall be paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of the
apprenticeship program. If the apprenticeship program does not specify fringe benefits, apprentices must
be paid the full amount of fringe benefits listed on the wage determination for the applicable classification.
If the Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division of the U.S. Department of Labor determines that a
different practice prevails for the applicable apprentice classification, fringes shall be paid in accordance
with that determination. In the event the Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training, or a State Apprenticeship
Agency recognized by the Bureau, withdraws approval of an apprenticeship program, the contractor will
no longer be permitted to utilize apprentices at less than the applicable predetermined rate for the work
performed until an acceptable program is approved.

(ii) Trainees - Except as provided in 29 CFR 5.16, trainees will not be permitted to work at less than
the predetermined rate for the work performed unless they are employed pursuant to and individually
registered in a program which has received prior approval, evidenced by formal certification by the U.S.
Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration. The ratio of trainees to journeymen on
the job site shall not be greater than permitted under the plan approved by the Employment and Training
Administration. Every trainee must be paid at not less than the rate specified in the approved program for
the trainee's level of progress, expressed as a percentage of the journeyman hourly rate specified in the
applicable wage determination. Trainees shall be paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of
the trainee program. If the trainee program does not mention fringe benefits, trainees shall be paid the full
amount of fringe benefits listed on the wage determination unless the Administrator of the Wage and Hour
Division determines that there is an apprenticeship program associated with the corresponding
journeyman wage rate on the wage determination which provides for less than full fringe benefits for
apprentices. Any employee listed on the payroll at a trainee rate who is not registered and participating in
a training plan approved by the Employment and Training Administration shall be paid not less than the
applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the classification of work actually performed. In
addition, any trainee performing work on the job site in excess of the ratio permitted under the registered
program shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the work
actually performed. In the event the Employment and Training Administration withdraws approval of a
training program, the contractor will no longer be permitted to utilize trainees at less than the applicable
predetermined rate for the work performed until an acceptable program is approved.

(iii) Equal employment opportunity - The utilization of apprentices, trainees and journeymen under
this part shall be in conformity with the equal employment opportunity requirements of Executive Order
11246, as amended, and 29 CFR part 30.
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(5) Compliance with Copeland Act requirements - The contractor shall comply with the
requirements of 29 CFR Part 3, which are incorporated by reference in this contract.

(6) Subcontracts - The contractor or subcontractor shall insert in any subcontracts the clauses
contained in 29 CFR 5.5(a)(1) through (10) and such other clauses as the Federal Transit Administration
may by appropriate instructions require, and also a clause requiring the subcontractors to include these
clauses in any lower tier subcontracts. The prime contractor shall be responsible for the compliance by
any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with all the contract clauses in 29 CFR5.5.

(7) Contract termination: debarment - A breach of the contract clauses in 29 CFR 5.5 may be
grounds for termination of the contract, and for debarment as a contractor and a subcontractor as
provided in 29 CFR 5.12.

(8) Compliance with Davis-Bacon and Related Act requirements - All rulings and interpretations
of the Davis-Bacon and Related Acts contained in 29 CFR parts 1, 3, and 5 are herein incorporated by
reference in this contract.

(9) Disputes concerning labor standards - Disputes arising out of the labor standards provisions of
this contract shall not be subject to the general disputes clause of this contract. Such disputes shall be
resolved in accordance with the procedures of the Department of Labor set forth in 29 CFR parts 5, 6,
and 7. Disputes within the meaning of this clause include disputes between the contractor (or any of its
subcontractors) and the contracting agency, the U.S. Department of Labor, or the employees or their
representatives.

(10) Certification of eligibility - (i) By entering into this contract, the contractor certifies that neither it
(nor he or she) nor any person or firm who has an interest in the contractor's firm is a person or firm
ineligible to be awarded Government contracts by virtue of section 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR
5.12(a)(1).

(i) No part of this contract shall be subcontracted to any person or firm ineligible for award of a
Government contract by virtue of section 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR 5.12(a)(1).

(iii) The penalty for making false statements is prescribed in the U.S. Criminal Code, 18 USC 1001.

4. CONTRACT WORK HOURS AND SAFETY STANDARDS ACT - 40 USC 3701-3708.; 29 CFR
Part 5; 29 CFR 1926; 2 CFR Part 200, App. Il (E) [Applicable to all Federal-aid construction in excess of
$100,000 and all nonconstruction contracts which employ mechanics and laborers on a public work in
excess of $100,000]

A. Overtime (Applicable to construction and nonconstuction contracts)

(1) Overtime requirements - No contractor or subcontractor contracting for any part of the contract
work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or permit any
such laborer or mechanic in any workweek in which he or she is employed on such work to work in
excess of forty hours in such workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a rate
not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of forty hours in
such workweek.

(2) Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages - In the event of any violation of the
clause set forth in paragraph (1) of this section the contractor and any subcontractor responsible
therefore shall be liable for the unpaid wages. In addition, such contractor and subcontractor shall be
liable to the United States for liquidated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed with
respect to each individual laborer or mechanic, including watchmen and guards, employed in violation of
the clause set forth in paragraph (1) of this section, in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which
such individual was required or permitted to work in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours
without payment of the overtime wages required by the clause set forth in paragraph (1) of thissection.

(3) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages - ARRC shall upon its own action or
upon written request of an authorized representative of the Department of Labor withhold or cause to be
withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the contractor or subcontractor
under any such contract or any other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any other
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federally-assisted contract subject to the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act, which is held by
the same prime contractor, such sums as may be determined to be necessary to satisfy any liabilities of
such contractor or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the clause set
forth in paragraph (2) of this section.

(4) Subcontracts - The contractor or subcontractor shall insert in any subcontracts the clauses set
forth in this section and also a clause requiring the subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower
tier subcontracts. The prime contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any subcontractor or lower
tier subcontractor with the clauses set forth in this section.

(5) Payrolls and basic records - (i) Payrolls and basic records relating thereto shall be maintained
by the contractor during the course of the work and preserved for a period of three years thereafter for all
laborers and mechanics working at the site of the work. Such records shall contain the name, address,
and social security number of each such worker, his or her correct classification, hourly rates of wages
paid (including rates of contributions or costs anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits or cash equivalents
thereof of the types described in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act), daily and weekly number of
hours worked, deductions made and actual wages paid. Whenever the Secretary of Labor has found
under 29 CFR 5.5(a)(1)(iv) that the wages of any laborer or mechanic include the amount of any costs
reasonably anticipated in providing benefits under a plan or program described in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the
Davis-Bacon Act, the contractor shall maintain records which show that the commitment to provide such
benefits is enforceable, that the plan or program is financially responsible, and that the plan or program
has been communicated in writing to the laborers or mechanics affected, and records which show the
costs anticipated or the actual cost incurred in providing such benefits. Contractors employing
apprentices or trainees under approved programs shall maintain written evidence of the registration of
apprenticeship programs and certification of trainee programs, the registration of the apprentices and
trainees, and the ratios and wage rates prescribed in the applicable programs.

B. Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (Applicable to construction contracts only) (i)
The Contractor agrees to comply with section 107 of the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act,
40 USC § 333, and applicable DOL regulations, "Safety and Health Regulations for Construction" 29 CFR
Part 1926.

A
person who undertakes to perform a portion of a contract involving the furnishing of supplies or materials
will be considered a "subcontractor" under this section if the work in question involves the performance of
construction work and is to be performed: (1) directly on or near the construction site, or (2) by the
employer for the specific project on a customized basis. Thus, a supplier of materials which will become
an integral part of the construction is a "subcontractor” if the supplier fabricates or assembles the goods
or materials in question specifically for the construction project and the work involved may be said to be
construction activity. If the goods or materials in question are ordinarily sold to other customers from
regular inventory, the supplier is not a "subcontractor." The requirements of this section do not apply to
contracts or subcontracts for the purchase of supplies or materials or articles normally available on the
open market.

5. EEDERAL WATER POLLUTION CONTROL ACT- 33 USC 1251-1387; 2 CFR Part 200, App. Il
(G) [Applicable to all Federal-aid contracts which exceed $150,000]

(1) The Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant
to the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as amended, 33 USC 1251 et seq. The Contractor agrees to
report each violation to ARRC and understands and agrees that ARRC will, in turn, report each violation
as required to assure notification to the Federal grantor agency and the appropriate EPA Regional Office.
(2) The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $150,000
financed in whole or in part with Federal funds.

6. CLEAN AIR ACT - 42 USC 7401-7671q; 2 CFR Part 200, App. Il (G) [Applicable to all Federal-
aid contracts which exceed $150,000]
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(1) The Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant
to the Clean Air Act, as amended, 42 USC 7401 et seq. The Contractor agrees to report each violation to
ARRC and understands and agrees that ARRC will, in turn, report each violation as required to assure
notification to the Federal grantor agency and the appropriate EPA Regional Office. (2) The Contractor
also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $150,000 financed in whole or
in part with Federal funds.

7. ACCESS TO RECORDS AND REPORTS - 49 USC 5325(g); 2 CFR 200.333; 49 CFR Part 633

[Applicable to all Federal-aid contracts]
Access to Records - The following access to records requirements apply to this Contract:

1. Contractor agrees to provide ARRC, the Federal grantor agency, the Comptroller General, or any
of their duly authorized representatives access to the Contractor's books, documents, papers and records
which are directly pertinent to this contract for the purpose of making audit, examination, excerpts and
transcriptions.

2. Contractor agrees to permit any of the foregoing parties to reproduce by any means whatsoever
or to copy excerpts and transcriptions as reasonably needed.

3. Contractor agrees to comply with the record retention requirements in accordance with 2 CFR
200.333. Contractor agrees to maintain all books, records, accounts and reports required under this
contract for a period of not less than three years after the date of termination or expiration of this contract,
except in the event of litigation or settlement of claims arising from the performance of this contract, in
which case Contractor agrees to maintain the same until ARRC, the Federal grantor agency, the
Comptroller General, or any of their duly authorized representatives, have disposed of all such litigation,
appeals, claims or exceptions related thereto.

4. Contractor agrees to permit the Federal grantor agency and its contractors access to the sites of
performance under this contract as reasonably may be required.

5. Contractor agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract financed in whole or in part
with Federal funds.

8. CHANGES TO FEDERAL REQUIREMENTS - [Applicable to all Federal-aid contracts]

Federal Changes - Contractor shall at all times comply with all applicable Federal regulations, policies,
procedures and directives, including without limitation those listed directly or by reference in the
Agreement between ARRC and the Federal grantor agency, as they may be amended or promulgated
from time to time during the term of this contract. Contractor's failure to so comply shall constitute a
material breach of this contract.

9. NO GOVERNMENT OBLIGATION TO THIRD PARTIES [Applicable to all Federal-aid contracts]

(1) ARRC and Contractor acknowledge and agree that, notwithstanding any concurrence by the
Federal Government in or approval of the solicitation or award of the underlying contract, absent the
express written consent by the Federal Government, the Federal Government is not a party to this
contract and shall not be subject to any obligations or liabilities to ARRC, Contractor, or any other party
(whether or not a party to that contract) pertaining to any matter resulting from the underlyingcontract.

(2) The Contractor agrees to include the above clause in each subcontract financed in whole or in
part with Federal assistance. It is further agreed that the clause shall not be modified, except to identify
the subcontractor who will be subject to its provisions.

10. A A A N A RELATED A -
49 USC 5323j(1); 31 USC 3801-3812; 49 CFR Part 31; 18 USC 1001 [Applicable to all Federal-aid
contracts]

(1) The Contractor acknowledges that the provisions of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of
1986, as amended, 31 USC §3801 et seq. and U.S. DOT regulations, "Program Fraud Civil Remedies,"
49 CFR Part 31, apply to its actions pertaining to this Project. Upon execution of the underlying contract,

Except as may be otherwise provided in the contract documents, in the event that ARRC deems the
contractor guilty of a default or breach of any provision under the Contract, ARRC shall have any and all
rights and remedies provided by applicable law, including, but not limited to the following:

1. The right to take over and complete the work or any part thereof as agent for and at the
expense of the Contractor, either directly or through other contractors;

2. The right to cancel this Contract as to any or all of the work yet to be performed;

3. The right to specific performance, an injunction or any other appropriate equitable remedy; and

4. The right to money damages.

Inasmuch as the Contractor can be adequately compensated by money damages for any breach of this
Contract, which may be committed by the ARRC, the Contractor expressly agrees that no default, act or
omission of the ARRC shall constitute a material breach of this Contract, entitling Contractor to cancel or
rescind the Contract (unless the ARRC directs Contractor to do so) or to suspend or abandon
performance. Contractor claims or disputes arising in the performance of this Contract which are not
resolved by agreement of the parties shall be decided in accordance with ARRC’s Procurement Rules.

Performance During Dispute - Unless otherwise directed by ARRC, Contractor shall continue
performance under this contract while matters in dispute are being resolved.

Notification - In addition to the notice requirements set out elsewhere in this Contract, if the contractor
becomes aware of any act or occurrence which may form the basis of a claim by the contractor for
additional compensation or an extension of time for performance, or if any dispute arises regarding a
question of fact or interpretation of the contract, the contractor shall immediately inform the Project
Manager. If the matter cannot be resolved by agreement within 7 days, the contractor shall, within the
next 14 days, submit an Intent to Claim in writing to the Project Manager. The claim, if not resolved, shall
be presented to the Project Manager, in writing, within 60 days following receipt of the Intent to Claim.
Receipt of the claim will be acknowledged in writing by the Project Manager. The Contractor agrees that
unless these written notices are provided, the contractor will have no entitlement to additional time or
compensation for such act, event or condition.
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Presenting Claim - A claim shall be submitted in accordance with ARRC Procurement Rule 1800.12 and
shall specifically include the following:

1. The act, event or condition giving rise to the claim.

2. The contract provisions which apply to the claim and under which relief is provided.

3. The item or items of contract work affected and how they are affected.

4. The specific relief requested, including additional contract time if applicable, and the basis
upon which it was calculated.

Claim Validity, Additional Information, & Project Manager's Actions - The claim, in order to be valid,
must not only show that the contractor suffered damages or delay but that those conditions were actually
a result of the act, event or condition complained of and that the contract provides entitlement to relief to
the contractor for such act, event, or condition. The Project Manager reserves the right to make written
request to the contractor at any time for additional information which the contractor may possess relative
to the claim. The contractor agrees to provide the Project Manager such additional information within 30
days of receipt of such a request. Failure to furnish such additional information may be regarded as a
waiver of the claim. The claim, if not resolved by agreement within 60 days of its receipt, will automatically
be forwarded to the Manager of Purchasing & Materials for formal written decision.

Decision on Claim - The contractor will be furnished the Manager of Purchasing & Materials’ decision
within the next 90 days, unless additional information is requested by the ARRC. The Manager of
Purchasing & Materials’ decision is final and conclusive unless fraudulent as to the Claim.

Notice of Appeal - Within 14 days of receipt of the Manager of Purchasing & Materials’ decision, the
contractor may deliver a Notice of Appeal to ARRC in accordance with ARRC Procurement Rule 1800.13
and request a hearing. The Notice of Appeal shall include specific exceptions to the Manager of
Purchasing & Materials’ decision, including specific provisions of the contract, which the contractor
intends to rely upon in the appeal. General assertions that the Manager of Purchasing & Materials’
decision is contrary to law or to fact are not sufficient.

Decision on Appeal - The decision of the ARRC on appeal will be rendered within 90 days after the
conclusion of a hearing conducted under ARRC Procurement Rule 1800.15 or the date of receipt of the
Notice of Appeal, whichever is later. The time limits given above may be extended by mutual consent.
The decision of ARRC on appeal shall be final and conclusive unless the Contractor appeals to the
superior court in accordance with ARRC Procurement Rule 1800.18.

The Contractor shall grant the ARRC intellectual property access and
licenses deemed necessary for the work performed under this contract and in accordance with the
requirements of 37 CFR Part 401, “Rights to Inventions Made by Nonprofit Organizations and Small
Business Firms Under Government Grants, Contracts and Cooperative Agreements,” and any

implementing regulations issued by the federal grantor agency. The terms of an intellectual property
agreement and software license rights will be finalized prior to execution of this contract and shall, at a
minimum, include the following restrictions: Except for its own internal use, the Contractor may not publish
or reproduce subject data in whole or in part, or in any manner or form, nor may the Contractor authorize
others to do so, without the written consent of ARRC and the federal grantor agency, until such time as
they may have either released or approved the release of such data to the public. This restriction on
publication, however, does not apply to any contract with an academic institution. For purposes of this
agreement, the term “subject data” means recorded information whether or not copyrighted, and that is
delivered or specified to be delivered as required by the contract. Examples of “subject data” include, but
are not limited to computer software, standards, specifications, engineering drawings and associated lists,
process sheets, manuals, technical reports, catalog item identifications, and related information, but do
not include financial reports, cost analyses, or other similar information used for performance or
administration of the Contract.

1. The Federal Government reserves a royalty-free, non-exclusive and irrevocable license to
reproduce, publish, or otherwise use, and to authorize others to use for “Federal Government Purposes,”
any subject data or copyright described below. For “Federal Government Purposes,” means use only for
the direct purposes of the Federal Government. Without the copyright owner’s consent, the Federal
Government may not extend its Federal license to any other party.

(a) Any subject data developed under the contract, whether or not a copyright has been
obtained; and

(b) Any rights of copyright purchased by the Contractor using Federal assistance in whole or in
part by the federal grantor agency.

2. Unless the federal grantor agency determines otherwise, the Contractor performing
experimental, developmental, or research work required as part of this contract agrees to permit the
federal grantor agency to make available to the public, either its license in the copyright to any subject
data developed in the course of the contract, or a copy of the subject data first produced under the
contract for which a copyright has not been obtained. If the experimental, developmental, or research
work, which is the subject of this contract, is not completed for any reason whatsoever, all data developed
under the contract shall become subject data as defined herein and shall be delivered as the Federal
Government may direct.

3. Unless prohibited by state law, upon request by the Federal Government, the Contractor
agrees to indemnify, save, and hold harmless the Federal Government, its officers, agents, and
employees acting within the scope of their official duties against any liability, including costs and
expenses, resulting from any willful or intentional violation by the Contractor of proprietary rights,
copyrights, or right of privacy, arising out of the publication, translation, reproduction, delivery, use, or
disposition of any data furnished under that contract. The Contractor shall be required to indemnify the
Federal Government for any such liability arising out of the wrongful act of any employee, official, or
agents of the Federal Government.

4. Nothing contained in this clause on rights in data shall imply a license to the Federal
Government under any patent or be construed as affecting the scope of any license or other right
otherwise granted to the Federal Government under any patent.

5. Data developed by the Contractor and financed entirely without using Federal assistance
provided by the Federal Government that has been incorporated into work required by the underlying
contract is exempt from the requirements herein, provided that the Contractor identifies those data in
writing at the time of delivery of the contract work.

6. The Contractor agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract for experimental,
developmental, or research work financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance.
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30. TERMINATION — 2 CFR 200.339; 2 CFR Part 200 App. lI(B) [Applicable to all federally funded
contracts in excess of $10,000]

Except as may be otherwise provided in the contract documents, the following termination provisions
apply to this contract:

1. ARRC may, for its sole convenience, terminate this contract in whole or in part, at any time by
giving written notice of its intention to do so. In the event of such termination, Contractor shall be entitled
to receive payment in accordance with the payment provisions of this contract for charges incurred prior
to the effective date of termination. Contractor shall not be paid for any work done after receipt of a
notice of cancellation or for any costs incurred by Contractor's suppliers or subcontractors which
Contractor could reasonably have avoided. In no event shall ARRC be liable for unabsorbed overhead or
anticipatory profit on unperformed work.

2. In addition to ARRC'’s right to terminate this contract for its convenience, ARRC may, by written
notice of default to Contractor, terminate the contract in whole or in part in the following circumstances:

(a) The Contractor refuses or fails to perform its obligations under the contract, or fails to make
progress so as to significantly endanger timely completion or performance of the contract in accordance
with its terms, and Contractor does not cure such default within a period of ten (10) days after receipt of
written notice of default from ARRC or within such additional cure period as ARRC may authorize;or

(b) Reasonable grounds for insecurity arise with respect to Contractor's expected performance and
Contractor fails to furnish adequate assurance of due performance (including assurance of performance
in accordance with the time requirements of the contract) within ten (10) days after receipt of a written
request by ARRC for adequate assurance; or

(c) Contractor becomes insolvent or makes an assignment for the benefit of creditors or commits an
act of bankruptcy or files or has filed against it a petition in bankruptcy or reorganization proceedings.

3. Upon receipt of a notice of cancellation or termination, Contractor shall immediately discontinue
all performance and it shall immediately cause any of its suppliers or subcontractors to cease such work
unless the notice directs otherwise and deliver immediately to ARRC all products, reports, plans,
drawings, specifications, data, summaries or other materials and information, whether completed or in
process, accumulated by Contractor in performance of the contract. The rights and remedies of ARRC
provided in this section shall not be exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies
provided by law.
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
